DEFENCE OF LAND AND TERRITORY

HOW IS TERRITORY DIFFERENT FROM LAND?

The concept of territory goes beyond geographic space. It includes all
the diverse relationships by which communities appropriate, use and
interact with the space. When we speak of the defence of land and ter-
ritory, we speak of the traditions, knowledge and history that underlie
the relationships of people to each other and to their land.

‘ ‘ The support we receive from Development and
Peace has been very important for me. It allowed

me to find myself, to live again. It was the only
opportunity for us to do something different...

to be able to dream... to do other things;

to tell stories through audiovisual language, after

we were violently displaced. It was also a way to
express ourselves to conserve our traditional

life as women in the countryside.”

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Colombia is home to nearly 10 per
cent of the planet’s biodiversity
and among the richest countries
in aquatic resources. It is also one
of the most dangerous countries
for people defending their land and
territory against exploitation.

From 2018 to 2022, 957 community
leaders and human rights defenders
were assassinated. Countless others
continue risking their lives to defend
their territory against ecological, social
and cultural harm from industrial
agriculture, mining and even supposedly
green energy projects. They stand up
to those who would deny them their
livelihoods, traditions, ownership and their
relationship to the land in the name of
profit. Land-related disputes often turn
violent and lead to the massacre and
forced displacement of thousands. In the
last four years alone, 313 massacres and
545 forced displacements were recorded
in Colombia.

How is Development and Peace
standing for the land?

Development and Peace supports the
Asociacién Campesina de Antioquia
(ACA, Peasant Association of Antioquia)
in Colombia. In ACA’s vision, organized
peasant communities legally occupy and
exercise full rights and autonomy over
their ecologically sustainable territories.
They empower communities to influence
public policies from the perspective of
buen vivir (living well).

Communities organized by ACA have
characterized defending their land
and territory as protecting “a space of
life, in which we experiment, we feed
ourselves, and where we build our
knowledge for individual and community
daily practices.” Many of ACA's leaders,
having themselves suffered violence and
dispossession, are deeply committed
to promoting ecological sustainability
and creating opportunities for training,
influencing public policies and increasing
access to the legal occupation of land.




How is Development and Peace
standing for the land?

Development and Peace supports Equipo
de Reflexion, Investigacion y Comuni-
cacion (ERIC, Reflection, Research and
Communication Team). This Jesuit
organization stands with poor and dis-
possessed Hondurans in their struggle
for land and territory; documents the
impact of government policies; and
investigates human rights abuses. They
accompany those who are criminalized
for defending their land and territory
and help them access justice. They
also promote freedom of expression
and uphold the right to information by
using alternative media like community
radio to reliably inform people on issues
of concern to local communities.

Honduras faces the problem of mining and
hydroelectric project concessions being
granted on lands that belong to various
communities that rely on local resources
and natural wealth for food and sustenance.
With Development and Peace's support,
ERIC and Radio Progreso empower affected
communities to defend their territorial and

STANDING FOR THE LAND IN HONDURAS

Honduras's diverse ecosystems, fertile lands and rich natural resources
attract many profiteering enterprises that overexploit the land to no
benefit for local communities.

A minority of very wealthy people control
the best agricultural lands on which they
grow export-oriented cash crops on an
industrial scale. This impoverishes many
rural communities, leaving them no means
of food production and little power to
voice their concerns. Since the 2009
coup d'état, Honduras has become one
of the most dangerous countries for land
defenders, with 14 having been killed in
2021 alone. Impunity is a major issue for
victims: 95 per cent of such crimes result
in no convictions. Honduras is also the

country with the most strategic lawsuits
against public participation (SLAPPs)—
abusive litigation initiated by the powerful
to intimidate those who dare to defend
lands and rights and the journalists who
tell their stories. However, there is hope.
For the first time, Honduras is led by a
woman whose election on a pro-poor, anti-
corruption mandate was the result of years
of popular struggles. Having inherited a
dysfunctional state depleted by corruption,
her government faces an uphill task in
undoing past abuses.
