blessed on the third Sunday of Advent,
Gaudete Sunday. This blessing of the Christ
Child is a way to help children focus on the
real and true meaning of Christmas, the
birth of Jesus. It is suggested that families

be encouraged to take the ‘Bambinelli’ home after the
blessing, place it in a special box and then wrap the box.
Families open the gift on Christmas morning, before their
presents, and place Jesus in the manger. It is advisable to
mark your baby Jesus, so it is easily identifiable when
collecting at the end of Mass.
