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Mention of the Bishop
in the Eucharistic Prayer

In light of the recent appointment of our Bishop, the
Most Reverend Daniel JosephMiehm to the Diocese of
London, and in accordance with the General
Instruction of the Roman Missal (no. 149), the
following is to be observed in the Eucharistic Prayer:
Since Bishop Miehm continues to serve as Apostolic
Administrator of the Diocese of Peterborough, his
name is still to be mentioned as the diocesan Bishop.
Therefore, in the Eucharistic Prayer, the proper
formula remains: “together with Leo our Pope and
Daniel our Bishop.” There is no change to the naming
at this time. Please note that the diocesan Bishop, or
one equivalent to him in law, is always named in the
Eucharistic Prayer. As Apostolic Administrator, he
fulfills this role until a new Bishop takes canonical
possession of the Diocese.
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And remember, I am with you always,

to the end of the age.
