Pastoral Letter MAID
--- Bishops of Alberta On Alberta Bill 18

Please find attached a Pastoral Letter from the
Catholic Bishops of Alberta on Alberta Bill 18, dated
25 March 2026 (original in English, with an unofficial
translation in French by the CCCB).

Bill 18 proposes new legislation that will try to confine
“MAiID” to people whose natural death is expected
within 12 months, effectively eliminating Track 2
MAID in that province. It also adds several practical
restrictions beyond federal law, including a ban on out-
of-province referral for “MAiD” assessments, training
requirements, and facility/provider conscience
protections.
